Creating a Silent Install and Uninstall of LabVIEW
1. Silent Install
Firstly, insert your LabVIEW CD.  Click Start, Run and type cmd to call the windows prompt window.  Type D: (where D is the drive letter of your CD).  
Then type setup /h
This will bring up the following window, showing the commands available.
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So for example, to simply run the LabVIEW installer silently, you would type



Setup /q
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To install a specific configuration file, i.e. LabVIEW plus LabVIEW Run-Time Engine, Remote Execution Support for NI TestStand and Device Drivers CD use the Specfile option.  The Specfile can be found in your CD directory in the bin folder.  It is called silent_install.txt.

Use this file to setup your desired setup.  See following example for a typical install of LabVIEW, LabVIEW Run-Time Engine, Remote Execution Support for NI TestStand and Device Drivers CD.

D: setup C:install.txt /q
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2.Silent Uninstall

To create a silent uninstall the process is very similar.  The only a slight change to your specfile.  
See the pic below.

If you already have LabVIEW installed, run the setup command as before and after each item you want to uninstall, insert the word, absent.    
See example below which will silently uninstall everything we installed earlier.
